WHAT IS THE LEED GREEN ASSOCIATE?


A new offering of the U.S. Green Building Council’s LEED 2009 v3 updates is the Green Associate (GA) credential. The credential will make individuals substantially more marketable to clients, as it will confirm your knowledge about the green building industry and commitment to sustainability. To pass the GBCI (Green Building Certification Institute) exam, that awards professional accreditation, requires a level of fundamental knowledge relating to LEED core concepts and strategies. The Green Associate is now designated a Tier 1 accreditation and must be completed prior to becoming a LEED Accredited Professional (LEED AP+).  At present, the 100 question, multiple-choice, computer-based exam is expected to take up to two hours.





ABOUT THE LEED GREEN ASSOCIATE ONLINE CLASS SERIES


The online course covers a variety of sustainability topics, green building best


practices, and LEED fundamentals. The course topics are tailored to assist industry professionals in understanding the key concepts of LEED and the essentials to pass the Green Associate exam.
